The Master’s degree in Intercultural Communication and
European Studies (ICEUS) is an international and bilingual inter-
disciplinary programme that prepares university graduates for

a career in supranational or national organisations with a strong
international, primarily European focus. This career field requi-
res the development of communication skills that transcend
linguistic and cultural borders. The programme provides
students with a thorough understanding of organisational
structures, and the background and perspectives of European
integration.

Specific features of the programme are:

N small study group: 30 students per year

N German and international students from sometimes
15 different countries

N classes taught in German and English

2 field trips to Brussels and Strasbourg

N integrated international internship

The programme teaches the theories of intercultural com-
munication, ethnography as a method of analysing cultural
phenomena and the approaches of awareness and behavioural
training. Students have the opportunity to develop and
strengthen foreign language skills. They learn about the history
of the European integration process, institutions and decision-
making processes in the EU, European policy areas, European
